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Eugene M. Stoner, who devel-
oped America's classic assault 
rifle, the M-16, while tinkering 
at night in his garage. While he 
had no formal engineering edu-
cation, Mr. Stoner was widely 
regarded as one of the world's 
foremost designers of and ex-
perts on small arms. His M-16 
has been standard issue for the 
United States armed forces since 
1963, and he designed a wide 
range of weapons of various 
types and caliber as well. He 
held some 100 patents on his 
inventions, and was a co-founder 
of Ares Inc., a weapons research 
and development company based 
in Port Clinton, Ohio. He was 
the company's chairman until he 
sold his interest 10 years ago and 
moved to Florida.  

There he continued working on 
small-arms design and develop-
ment at the Knight Manufactur-
ing Company, completing a 
longer-range, .50-caliber semi-
automatic rifle within the last 

few months. His role in the de-
velopment of the M-16 was simi-
lar to that of Mikhail Kalashnikov 
in designing the Soviet counter-
part, the AK-47. Mr. Kalash-
nikov also had no training when 
he pieced together gun parts to 
build a first version. The two 
inventors of the world's leading 
small, rapid-fire assault weap-
ons, met at conferences, became 
friends and compared notes. But 
Mr. Stoner said that while the 
AK-47 was less complicated and 
tended to break down less often, 
the M-16 was lighter and fired 
more accurately.  

Mr. Kalashnikov said of his initial 
work on the weapon in 1947, 
''When I was lying wounded 
during the war, I heard the other 
soldiers complaining about how 
the German weapons were bet-
ter than ours,'' he said. ''So I was 
determined to invent something 
for the ordinary soldier -- a 
weapon that would be simple, 
tough and better than any other 

in the world.'' Their life styles 
were not comparable. Mr. 
Stoner's inventions made him a 
millionaire. He was also a pilot 
with his own plane. Mr. Kalash-
nikov, a tiny white-haired man 
three years Mr. Stoner's senior 
lived on a state pension in a small 
apartment east of Moscow. 
''Stoner has his own aircraft.'' he 
once said, ''I can't even afford my 
own plane ticket.''  

Colleagues of Mr. Stoner said he 
began his work in the early 
1950's because military studies 
showed that soldiers in World 
War II and Korea, under the 
pressure of combat, were not 
pulling the trigger on the weap-
ons. So Mr. Stoner tried to de-
velop a rifle that would fire re-
peatedly with a single pull of the 
trigger.  

Eugene Morrison Stoner was 
born in Gasport, Ind., on Nov. 
22, 1922,  
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Eugene Stoner, Designer Of M-16 Rifle and Other Arms 
the only child of Lloyd and 
Britannia Morrison Stoner. He 
moved to Long Beach, Calif., 
where he graduated from a 
technical high school. After the 
Depression there was not 
enough money in the family for 
him to attend college, and he 
went to work in 1939 for Vega 
Aircraft, which later became 
part of the Lockheed Corpora-
tion. He served in the Marine 
Corps in World War II in the 
South Pacific and northern 
China. After the war, he was 
employed by the Fairchild En-
gine and Airplane Corporation.

The AR15/M4/M16 family of firearms has 
gotten a poor reputation due to the bad experi-
ences and poor information provided to opera-
tors in the past. This weapon platform is highly 
reliable when maintained properly. Some gen-
eral guidelines to follow to insure reliable 
function and life time service from your fire-
arm: 

1. Attempt to field strip and quick clean your 
carbine after each shooting/range session. 
Even if this only means you have time to de-
grease the bolt carrier, bolt face and clean out 
the chamber and bore. This will go a long way 
toward maintaining reliability. 

Common build up point on bolt, NEVER 
stretch out or compress gas rings 

2. Soak small parts such as the charging handle, 
bolt carrier, bolt and its small parts in a Tup-
perware container of Hoppe's #9 overnight. 
This will make cleaning these small, hard to 
reach surfaces much easier and save you time 
and trouble in the long run. 

3. Attempt to fully field strip, inspect and 
thoroughly clean your firearm after every 3000 
rounds. Note "witness marks" or where metal 
has rubbed on metal wearing away finish. 
These are important lubrications points. Look 
closely at the gas key on top of bolt carrier and 
make sure it is still tight. 

4. Keep a close eye on components that are 
critical to the proper operation of your carbine 
such as the extractor and spring, ejector and 
spring, gas rings, firing pin and buffer spring. It 
is a good idea to have backups for all of these 
essential parts in a range bag or kept at home. 

5. Inspect the extractor claw making sure there 
are no cracks where the metal is thin or chips 
and that the claw is not filled with carbon or 
debris. 

Clean extractor claw trench of any debris and 
visually inspect for cracks or chips 

6. When lubricating remember that "less is 
more". Your bolt and carrier do not have to be 
soaking wet. Extra lubricant will attract dust, 

dirt and debris when firing your carbine. A 
light coat or sheen is all that is needed. 

Bolt carrier lubrication points, DO NOT lu-
bricate bolt-face 

7. Make sure the charging handle is not bent. 
Lateral stress is put on the charging handle 
during aggressive cycling and over time they 
will bend and the finish will wear on one side 
creating witness marks. 

Charging handle lubrication points- common 
"witness marks" or silver areas 

8. Utilize a q-tip, tooth pick or dental pick to 
clean carbon or chunks of debris out from 
around the trigger group. Visually verify the 
legs of the trigger spring are the same length 
and not broken. 

Make sure a small amount of grease or lubri-
cant is placed on rear of hammer where the 
trigger sear makes contact 

9. During dedicated field stripping remove the 
action spring/buffer spring from the receiver 
extension and inspect. Remove the buffer 
from the spring and degrease along with 
spring. Lightly lubricate the spring before re-
placing buffer and spring into receiver exten-
sion. 

10. Learn and understand the "Cycle of Op-
eration" for your carbine: Feeding, Locking, 
Firing, Unlocking, Extracting, Ejecting, Cock-
ing, Chambering. Understanding this cycle 
will aid in recognizing and diagnosing any mal-
functions or problems experienced while fir-
ing your carbine. 

Recommended Cleaning Tools, Solvents & 
Lubricants 

Listed in the order I use them. No fancy clean-
ing tools are necessary to maintain a carbine. 
Field expedient items found at any small mini-
mart or box store can be utilized for 99% of 
carbine maintenance. However, good cleaning 
kits such as those manufactured by Otis are a 
good investment and can make the job easier.

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Continued:… There are numerous degreasers and lubri-
cants available on the market today ranging in price. Over 
the years I have tested/used pretty much all of them. The 
best degreaser I have found is Mil-Comms MC25. http://
www.mil-comm.com/. For lubricants I now use and rec-
ommend Mobile One motor oil found at any box store, if 
these motor oils work in high performance vehicles and mo-
torcycles they will certainly work in my carbine. A single 
container of Mobile One ($2.oo) will last several years. Use 
sparingly, apply a very small amount to the tip of a finger 
and then apply to common lubrication points.

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Preparing for Change in America

How do you Prepare for it? 

The core philosophy about being prepared, life style planning, self sufficiency and energy independence can be summed up with in the fol-
lowing 10 core values… 

1. Everything you do to “prepare” for emergencies, disasters or economic turmoil should be blended into your life in a way that improves 
your life even if nothing disastrous ever occurs. 

2. Debt is financial cancer! Minimize it, pay it off early and stay away from credit cards. 

3. Growing your own food is for everyone not just people that want “organic” fruit and vegetables. To produce your own food, even as 
little as 10% of what you use reduces your dependence on “the system”. If nothing else gardening is good for your emotional and physical 
health and increases the value of any property. 

4. Tax is theft, the best way to combat it is to understand every legal deduction you can take or create. In general I think “the system” is 
bad but when it comes to taxation either learn the system or hire a damn good accountant to work it for you. Every dollar you keep can be 
used to improve your self sufficiency, every dollar taken from you can be used to make your dependence on the government stronger. 

5. Food stored is an exceptional investment. Food is increasing in cost faster than just about any investment right now and certainly faster 
than the rate of inflation. You simply can’t lose by storing additional food that you use on a regular basis. 

6. Plan for disaster in the following order of priority - Personal-Localized-Regional-State-National-Global. Despite the real possibility of 
a true economic melt down or catastrophic terrorist attack or some other major global disaster the most probable “disaster” for any individ-
ual is personal. Loss of a job, loss of a family member, a fire or localized weather event are the most probable threats to impact any individ-
ual. So plan and prepare for those first, then continue to build going forward. 

7. Renewable energy is great if you do it in a way that saves you money (short or long term) but your solar panels are not going to save 
the planet. Man made global warming is a scam designed to force the U.S. into a global taxation system. If you want to promote solar, wind, 
hydro, etc. the best way is to develop it in a more cost effective manner. Fuel efficient vehicles are also great. 

8. Owning land is true wealth. I advise people to strive to own land in the country where taxes are low and restrictions are limited. 
Even if you live in the city finding, buying and improving land within 3-5 hours of your primary residence makes a lot of sense. If you can 
use it to get out of the city at some point so much the better. 

9. In addition to food, water and other common survival stores use common sense methods of hedging against “disaster”. Pragmatic things 
like, cash emergency funds, good insurance and secondary income streams are not just for people in “the system”. These types of protection 
can make your life a lot less miserable when something goes wrong. Make them part of your planning. 

10. Your personal philosophy is more important for you! You are the master of your own life and if you don’t agree with these views, 
great, define, understand and implement your own, but do something. The biggest thing you can do is understand that you are in control of 
your life and that what you do matters. Those two factors have the greatest impact on individual survival across every demographic you can 
imagine. We can’t control our government…, but we can control the habits, food, gear and knowledge that will make us successful in the 
years to come.  We don’t know what the end game is, but we can prepare. 

11. Community matters...It is very important to buy American , support local stores and help the ones around you. Make the effort. Just 
giving to a local charity helps, but talk to your neighbors, develop conversation and let people know you care and are willing to help. In 
these times of uncertainty it is very important reach out, NOT seclude your self  from the community that surrounds you. Volunteer, Do-
nate and Communicate...
